Travel spending increases
in the fourth quarter

Real spending on travel and
tourism increased at an annual
rate of 2.5 percent in the fourth
quarter of 2010, following an in-
crease of 8.6 percent in the third
quarter of 2010, according to
statistics from the Bureau of
Economic Analysis. By compari-
son, real gross domestic product
increased 3.1 percent in the
fourth quarter after increasing
2.6 percent in the third quarter.

The slowdown in real travel
spending reflected a deceleration
in spending on passenger air
transportation, which rose 3.6
percent in the fourth quarter af-
ter rising 30.2 percent in the
third quarter. This slowdown re-
flected an upturn in prices. In
addition, real spending on trav-
eler accommodations rose 5.8
percent in the fourth quarter af-
ter rising 9.4 percent in the third
quarter. Though occupancy was
strong, room rates declined in
the fourth quarter.

Overall growth in prices for
travel and tourism goods and
services accelerated, increasing
3.4 percent in the fourth quarter
after increasing 0.2 percent in
the third quarter. Prices for pas-
senger air transportation turned
up, increasing 3.6 percent in the
fourth quarter after decreasing
12.0 percent in the third quarter.
International passengers paid
nearly 10 percent more in the
fourth quarter as carriers began
increasing fuel surcharges to oft-
set rising fuel costs. Prices for
traveler accommodations turned

down, decreasing 8.2 percent in
the fourth quarter after increas-
ing 4.0 percent in the third quar-
ter. Group rates, negotiated
during the recession, remained a
hurdle to raising rates.

Direct tourism-related em-
ployment was unchanged in the
fourth quarter of 2010, after in-
creasing 0.6 percent (revised) in
the third quarter.

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GDP and the Economy
Third Estimates for the Fourth Quarter of 2010

EAL GROSS domestic product (GDP) increased

3.1 percent in the fourth quarter of 2010, accord-
ing to the third estimates of the national income and
product accounts (NIPAs) (chart 1 and table 1).! The
fourth-quarter increase was revised up 0.3 percentage
point from the second estimate (see page 3). In the
third quarter, real GDP increased 2.6 percent.

The fourth-quarter acceleration in real GDP prima-
rily reflected a sharp downturn in imports, an accelera-
tion in consumer spending, an upturn in residential
fixed investment, and an acceleration in exports that
were partly offset by downturns in inventory invest-
ment, in federal government spending, and in state
and local government spending and a deceleration in
nonresidential fixed investment.?

e Prices of goods and services purchased by U.S. resi-
dents increased 2.1 percent in the fourth quarter
(unrevised), after increasing 0.7 percent in the third
quarter. Energy prices and food prices both acceler-
ated in the fourth quarter. Excluding food and
energy, prices increased 1.1 percent in the fourth
quarter after increasing 0.4 percent.

o Real disposable personal income (DPI) increased 1.9
percent, 0.5 percentage point more than in the sec-
ond estimate. The revision to real DPI reflected an
upward revision to current-dollar DPI, which in turn
primarily reflected an upward revision to personal
income (mainly from upward revisions to govern-
ment social benefits to persons and to personal inter-
est income).

e The personal saving rate, personal saving as a per-
centage of current-dollar DPI, was 5.6 percent, 0.2
percentage point more than in the second estimate;
in the third quarter, the saving rate was 6.0 percent.

e Corporate profits increased $38.2 billion, or 2.3 per-
cent at a quarterly rate, after increasing $26.0 billion
(see page 4).

GDP and Gross Domestic Purchases

In addition to gross domestic product (GDP), another
related measure of economic growth—gross domestic pur-
chases—is included in the national income and product
accounts (NIPAs).

GDP measures the market value of final goods and ser-
vices produced by labor and property in the United States,
including the goods that are added to, or subtracted from,
inventories. GDP is defined as the sum of consumer spend-
ing, business and residential investment, inventory invest-
ment, government spending, and exports less imports.

Gross domestic purchases is defined as GDP less exports
plus imports. It measures domestic demand for goods and
services regardless of their origin. Exports represent foreign
demand for U.S. goods and services. Subtracting exports

from GDP yields a measure of expenditures that focuses on
domestic buyers. Imports can be viewed as the value of
goods and services that exceed the domestic supply and
that expand the consumption and investment alternatives
for domestic purchasers.

Differences between GDP and gross domestic purchases
reflect patterns in imports less exports: as imports exceed
exports, gross domestic purchases exceeds GDP.

Undistributed corporate profits (a measure of net sav-
ing that equals after-tax profits less dividends) in-
creased $30.6 billion, or 6.5 percent, after decreasing
$5.9 billion, or 1.2 percent.

Net cash flow increased $36.9 billion, or 2.4 percent,
after decreasing $68.4 billion, or 4.3 percent.

Measuring Corporate Profits

Corporate profits is a widely followed economic indicator
used to gauge corporate health, assess investment condi-
tions, and analyze the effect on corporations of economic
policies and conditions. In addition, corporate profits is an
important component in key measures of income.

BEA’s measure of corporate profits aims to capture the
income earned by corporations from current production
in a manner that is fully consistent with the national
income and product accounts (NIPAs). The measure is
defined as receipts arising from current production less
associated expenses. Receipts exclude income in the form
of dividends and capital gains, and expenses exclude bad
debts, natural resource depletion, and capital losses.

Because direct estimates of NIPA-consistent corporate
profits are unavailable, BEA derives these estimates in three
steps.

First, BEA measures profits before taxes to reflect corpo-
rate income regardless of any redistributions of income
through taxes. Estimates for the current quarter are based
on corporate earnings reports from sources including Cen-

sus Bureau Quarterly Financial Reports, Federal Deposit
Insurance Corporation call reports, other regulatory
reports, and tabulations from corporate financial reports.
The estimates are benchmarked to Internal Revenue Ser-
vice data when the data are available for two reasons: the
data are based on well-specified accounting definitions,
and they are comprehensive, covering all incorporated
businesses—publicly traded and privately held—in all
industries.

Second, to remove the effects of price changes on inven-
tories valued at historical cost and of tax accounting for
inventory withdrawals, BEA adds an inventory valuation
adjustment that values inventories at current cost.

Third, to remove the effects of tax accounting on depre-
ciation, BEA adds a capital consumption adjustment
(CCAdj). CCAdj is defined as the difference between capi-
tal consumption allowances (tax return depreciation) and
consumption of fixed capital (the decline in the value of
the stock of assets due to wear and tear, obsolescence, acci-
dental damage, and aging).

Profits with inventory valuation adjustment decreased
$115.2 billion, or 6.4 percent at a quarterly rate, after
increasing $24.6 billion, or 1.4 percent. The difference
between the fourth-quarter decrease and the increase
in profits from current production reflects the capital
consumption adjustment, which increased $153.5 bil-
lion, mainly because of additional estimated tax de-
preciation resulting from the Tax Relief, Unemploy-
ment Insurance Reauthorization, and Job Creation
Act of 2010 (see FAQ 955 on BEA’s Web site).

Profits of domestic industries decreased $105.9 bil-
lion, or 7.4 percent, after increasing $33.6 billion, or
2.4 percent.

Profits of domestic financial industries increased
$42.1 billion, or 10.7 percent, after increasing $34.3
billion, or 9.5 percent.

Profits of domestic nonfinancial industries decreased
$147.9 billion, or 14.3 percent, after decreasing $0.7
billion, or 0.1 percent. The larger decrease reflected a
downturn in profits of “other” nonfinancial indus-
tries, larger decreases in wholesale trade and in manu-
facturing industries, and downturns in information,
in transportation and warehousing, and in utilities in-
dustries. Profits of retail trade industries decreased less
than in the third quarter.

Corporate Profits by Industry
Industry profits are corporate profits by industry with
inventory valuation adjustment (IVA). The IVA removes
the effect of price changes on inventories. The IVA is the
difference between the cost of inventory withdrawals at
acquisition cost and replacement cost. Ideally, BEA would
also add the capital consumption adjustment (CCAdj) for

each industry. However, estimates of the CCAdj are only
available for two broad categories: total financial industries
and total nonfinancial industries. For more information
about BEA’s methodology, see “Corporate Profits: Profits
Before Tax, Profits Tax Liability, and Dividends” at
www.bea.gov/methodologies/index.htm.

Fourth Quarter of 2010

ET GOVERNMENT saving, the difference be-

tween current receipts and current expenditures
of the federal government and state and local govern-
ments, was —$1,294.8 billion in the fourth quarter of
2010, increasing $0.8 billion from —$1,295.6 billion in
the third quarter of 2010.

Net federal government saving was —$1,334.4 billion
in the fourth quarter, increasing $9.0 billion from
—$1,343.4 billion in the third quarter (see page 7).
Both current receipts and current expenditures decel-
erated in the fourth quarter.

Net state and local government saving was $39.6 bil-
lion in the fourth quarter, decreasing $8.1 billion from
$47.7 billion in the third quarter (see page 8). Current
receipts decelerated, while current expenditures accel-
erated.

Net borrowing was $1,538.0 billion in the fourth
quarter, increasing $1.6 billion from $1,536.4 billion in
the third quarter. Federal government net borrowing
was $1,504.1 billion in the fourth quarter, increasing
$1.6 billion from $1,502.5 billion in the third quarter.
State and local government net borrowing was $33.9
billion, decreasing $0.1 billion from $34.0 billion in the
third quarter.

Estimates of federal government current receipts, current
expenditures, and net federal government saving are based
on data from the federal budget, from the Monthly Treasury
Statement and other reports from the Department of the
Treasury, and from other federal government agencies.
Total receipts, total expenditures, and net lending or net
borrowing, which are alternative measures of the federal
fiscal position, are based on these same sources.

Estimates of State and Local Government Receipts and Expenditures

The estimates of state and local government current re-
ceipts and expenditures and total receipts and expenditures
are mainly based on compilations of data for state and local
government finances. The Census Bureau produces the pri-
mary source data: the census of governments that is con-
ducted in years that end in a 2 or a 7 and the Government
Finances series of surveys for the other years. In addition,
other sources of Census Bureau data are from the Quarterly
Summary of State and Local Government Tax Revenue and
the monthly Value of Construction Put in Place. Data
sources from the Bureau of Labor Statistics include the
Quarterly Census of Employment and Wages and the
Employment Cost Index.

Quarterly and annual estimates are available monthly in
NIPA table 3.3. Detailed annual estimates of state and
local government transactions by component are available

Data Availability

view. The statistics are available in an HTML table, in a
spreadsheet file (.xls format), or as comma-separated values.

Revisions

The preliminary statistics for U.S. international
transactions for the third quarter that were pub-
lished in the January 2011 Survey OF CURRENT
Business have been revised to reflect new or
revised source data. In addition, the statistics for
the first, second, and third quarters have been
revised to ensure that the seasonally adjusted sta-
tistics sum to the same annual totals as the unad-
justed statistics.

The revisions to the first and second quarters
were small. In the third-quarter, the current-
account deficit was revised down to $125.5 billion
from $127.2 billion. The goods deficit was revised
to $170.8 billion from $171.2 billion; the services
surplus was revised to $38.2 billion from $36.8
billion; the income surplus was revised to $41.4
billion from $41.1 billion; and unilateral current
transfers were revised to net outflows of $34.2 bil-
lion from $33.9 billion. Net financial inflows were
revised to $137.0 billion from $181.6 billion.

Trends in the Trade in Goods

The deficit on goods decreased strongly in the fourth quar-
ter of 2010, after rising over the previous five quarters. Rela-
tive to current-dollar GDP, the goods deficit fell to 4.2
percent in the fourth quarter from 4.6 percent. Current-dol-
lar goods exports grew much faster than imports, but both
grew at a slower pace than in the third quarter.
Real exports increased in the fourth quarter; real imports
fell for the first time since the second quarter of 2009, pri-
marily because of a decrease in petroleum imports (table C).

Goods exports increased for the sixth consecutive
quarter. Growth in exports slowed in the first three
quarters of 2010. Fourth-quarter exports grew 22
times as much as in the third quarter. Most major end-
use categories increased in the fourth quarter; the
largest increases were in industrial supplies and mate-
rials and in foods, feeds, and beverages.

Foods, feeds, and beverages rose 20.8 percent. Nearly
all commodities increased strongly; most notable were
increases in soybeans and in grains and preparations.

Industrial supplies and materials grew 8.6 percent af-
ter slower growth in the two previous quarters; the
growth was largely a result of an increase in petroleum
and products and continued growth in chemicals.
Metals and nonmetallic products also increased. Raw
cotton posted a record quarterly increase.

Capital goods increased for the sixth consecutive
quarter, mostly because of growth in other industrial,
agricultural, and service machinery and in industrial
engines, pumps, and compressors. A decrease in civil-
ian aircraft, engines, and parts partly offset the in-
crease.

Automotive vehicles, parts, and engines rose slightly
because of growth in passenger car exports after a
small decline the third quarter.

Consumer goods rose because of increases in both
nondurable and durable goods. The increase in non-
durable goods mostly resulted from an increase in me-
dicinal, dental, and pharmaceutical products. Durable
goods increased for the sixth straight quarter.

Goods imports increased slightly in the fourth quar-
ter, after five quarters of more substantial growth.
Most major end-use categories increased, but the in-
crease was more than accounted for by gains in indus-
trial supplies and materials.

Foods, feeds, and beverages continued its slow pace of
growth, similar to its growth in the third quarter after
strong growth in the two previous quarters.

Industrial supplies and materials increased, after de-
creasing in the third quarter. The upturn was more
than accounted for by increases in petroleum and
products and in nonferrous metals.

Capital goods rose for the sixth consecutive quarter,
but more slowly than in the previous five quarters.
The increase in capital goods was largely due to an in-
crease in industrial, agricultural, and service machin-
ery that was partly offset by a decrease in computers,
peripherals, and parts.

Automotive vehicles, parts, and engines decreased, af-
ter six quarters of growth. Passenger cars accounted
for most of the decrease.

Consumer goods decreased slightly after five quarters
of growth; both nondurable and durable goods con-
tributed to the decrease. Nondurable goods decreased
mostly as a result of a decline in medicinal, dental, and
pharmaceutical products. The durable goods decrease
was a result of a decline in household appliances and
other household goods.

Goods Deficit by Area and Type of Product
The goods deficit decreased $14.6 billion in the fourth quar-
ter, the first decrease since the second quarter of 2009. The
deficit with Asia and Pacific decreased $11.1 billion as the
deficit with China decreased $10.6 billion. The deficit with
Europe decreased $6.1 billion. The deficits with Africa and
with Latin America and Other Western Hemisphere also
decreased, as the deficits with Canada and the Middle East

Petroleum products. The deficit on petroleum products
decreased $0.1 billion; the deficit decreased for the third
consecutive quarter after a substantial cumulative increase
over the preceding four quarters. The average price per bar-
rel of petroleum rose more than 6 percent in the fourth

Travel receipts—purchases of goods and services by
foreign travelers in the United States—increased for
the sixth consecutive quarter as a result of an increase
in the average expenditures of foreign visitors in the
United States.

Passenger fare receipts declined somewhat after in-
creasing strongly over the three preceding quarters.

“Other” transportation receipts turned down slightly
after rising over the previous five quarters.

“Other” private services receipts increased for a sec-
ond straight quarter, mostly because of higher receipts
for financial services and for business, professional,
and technical services.

Travel payments—purchases of goods and services by
U.S. travelers abroad—edged down; the slight de-
crease resulted from a small decrease in the average ex-
penditures of U.S. travelers abroad.

Passenger fare payments increased for the sixth quar-
ter in a row.

“Other” transportation payments turned down after
increasing over the previous four quarters. A decrease
in freight services was partly offset by an increase in
port services.

“Other” private services payments increased for the
third quarter in a row, mostly because of higher pay-
ments for business, professional, and technical ser-
vices.

Trends in Income

in the second quarter of 2009.

The surplus on income fell to $38.6 billion in the fourth
quarter. The surplus was 1.0 percent relative to U.S. current-
dollar GDP, slipping from 1.1 percent in the third quarter.
Income receipts rose in the fourth quarter, bringing
cumulative growth over the previous six quarters to 21 per-
cent. Income payments also rose, bringing cumulative
growth over the previous five quarters to 20 percent.
Direct investment continued its upward trend that began
in the second quarter of 2009, rising to a record high in the
fourth quarter. Direct investment payments rose sharply to a
record high after decreasing in the second quarter of 2010,
the only quarterly decrease in a period of growth that began

“Other” private receipts grew modestly for the third con-
secutive quarter, but still remained 50 percent below its pre-
vious peak in the third quarter of 2007. “Other” private
payments increased, but after seesawing in 2010, it was left
slightly below its level in the fourth quarter of 2009 and 55
percent below its previous peak in the third quarter of 2007.

Income receipts on U.S. direct investment abroad in-
creased for the seventh straight quarter, mostly as a re-
sult of higher foreign affiliates’ earnings in
manufacturing. Earnings also increased in mining,
especially for affiliates of U.S. petroleum companies,
and in professional, technical, scientific, and technical
services industries.

“Other” private income receipts continued to gradu-
ally trend upward, rising for the third straight quarter
after a steep decline between the fourth quarter of
2007 and the third quarter of 2009. Income on foreign
securities drove this rise as dividends and interest re-
ceipts rose.

U.S. government receipts increased very slightly after
decreasing in the previous quarter to its lowest level
since the fourth quarter of 1976.

Income payments on foreign direct investment in the
United States rose for the second straight quarter as a
result of an increase in U.S. affiliates’ earnings. The
increase was largely due to growth in “other,” led by
telecommunications-related affiliates, and manufac-
turing, led by computer and electronics products and
chemicals affiliates.

“Other” private income payments rose after a drop in
the third quarter. The rise was accounted for by simi-
lar increases in interest payments and dividends on se-
curities because of a rise in foreign holdings.

U.S. government payments decreased after three
straight quarters of growth, led by a decline in yields
on U.S. agency bonds.

U.S. official reserve assets decreased in the fourth
quarter after increasing in the first three quarters of
2010. The downward swing resulted from a reduced
U.S. reserve position in the International Monetary
Fund.

U.S. government assets other than official reserve as-
sets turned up, after decreasing in the third quarter.
The upturn resulted from an increase in U.S. credits
and other long-term assets.

U.S. direct investment abroad increased strongly after
moderate growth in the third quarter. Outflows in
each component contributed to the increase, but the
largest portion was attributable to a boost in equity
outflows. Smaller contributions came from a shift to
outflows from inflows in net intercompany debt in-
vestment abroad and from growth in reinvested earn-
ings.

U.S. net purchases of foreign securities slowed slightly
after a vigorous pickup in the third quarter. A slow-
down in net purchases of foreign bonds was nearly
offset by a pickup—mainly on flows to Asian econo-
mies—in net purchases of foreign stocks.

U.S. claims on foreigners reported by U.S. banks and
securities brokers—such as U.S. residents’ deposits at
foreign banks and loans to foreigners—increased
much less in the fourth quarter than in the third quar-
ter. The slowdown was more than accounted for by a
sizable decrease in claims for own accounts. Foreign-
owned banks in the United States sharply reduced
their deposits and other claims abroad. Claims for
customers’ accounts increased more than in the third
quarter, as U.S. holdings of foreign commercial paper,
deposits and brokerage balances, and other short-
term instruments increased.

In 2010, the current-account deficit partly re-
bounded from an unprecedented drop in 2009. In
2010, a sharp increase in the deficit on goods was
partly offset by increases in the surpluses on income
and services. After peaking in 2006, the current-ac-
count deficit declined each year until reaching its
lowest level in a decade in 2009.

Goods exports grew sharply in 2010, nearly returning
to its 2008 peak after a steep decline in 2009. All major
end-use categories increased in 2010, but the largest
increases were in industrial supplies and materials,
capital goods, and automotive vehicles, parts, and en-
gines.

Services exports increased, surpassing its previous
peak reached in 2008 after a modest decrease in 2009.
All major categories of services receipts increased in
2010, but nearly two-thirds of the increase was ac-
counted for by other private services and travel.

Income receipts partly rebounded from a substantial
drop in 2009. Direct investment receipts more than
accounted for the increase, rebounding significantly
after a drop in 2009. Other private receipts continued
to fall because of low interest rates. Declines continued
in U.S. government receipts.

Goods imports rebounded strongly in 2010. The
sharp increase partly reversed its plunge in 2009 but
did not return it to its previous peak reached in 2008.
In 2010, the largest increase was in industrial supplies
and materials, especially petroleum and products.
Capital goods and automotive vehicles, parts, and en-
gines also showed significant growth.

Services imports increased but did not fully rebound
from its large drop in 2009. All major categories of ser-
vices increased in 2010 except direct defense expendi-
tures. The largest increases were in other private
services and other transportation, which together ac-
counted for two-thirds of the increase. The next larg-
est increases were in royalties and license fees and in
passenger fares.

Income payments posted moderate growth after
plunging in 2009. Direct investment payments more
than accounted for the growth, rebounding sharply to
a record level after declining for 3 straight years. De-
clines continued in other private payments and U.S.
government payments because of low interest rates.

U.S. official reserve assets increased after a sharper in-
crease in 2009 that was due to an allocation of special
drawing rights to the United States by the Interna-
tional Monetary Fund.

U.S. government assets other than official reserve as-
sets decreased in 2010. In the prior 2 years, the initia-
tion and subsequent reversal of currency swaps be-
tween the U.S. and foreign central banks resulted in
large, nearly offsetting transactions.

U.S. direct investment abroad picked up after slowing
for 2 consecutive years. An increase in reinvested earn-
ings that followed 3 years of little change accounted
for much of the increase. In addition, net equity capi-
tal investment abroad increased.

U.S. net purchases of foreign securities slowed as a re-
sult of a decrease in net U.S. purchases of foreign
bonds. Net foreign purchases of U.S. stocks increased.

U.S. claims on unaffiliated foreigners reported by
nonbanking concerns continued to decline, though
the pace slowed.

U.S. claims on foreigners reported by U.S. banks and
securities brokers increased more in 2010 than in 2009
after decreasing in 2008. A rise in claims for own ac-
counts was partly offset by a drop in claims for cus-
tomers’ accounts.

Foreign official assets in the United States increased
less in 2010 than in 2009. The slowdown was more
than accounted for by a drop in net purchases of U.S.
Treasury securities.

Foreign direct investment in the United States picked
up. Reinvested earnings rose substantially above its
previous record reached in 2006, after falling to its
lowest level in 6 years in 2009.

Net purchases of U.S. Treasury securities by private
foreigners reached a new record, exceeding the previ-
ous high reached in 2008 by $145 billion.

Net purchases of other U.S. securities by private for-
eigners were considerably higher than in 2009. A de-
crease in net sales of U.S. corporate bonds by
foreigners and a shift to net purchases from net sales
of federally sponsored agency bonds were partly offset
by a decrease in net purchases of U.S. stocks.

U.S. liabilities to foreigners reported by U.S. banks and
securities brokers increased after 2 years of large de-
creases. The increase resulted from a significant shift
to increases from decreases in liabilities for own ac-
counts and a smaller decrease in liabilities for custom-
ers’ accounts in 2010 than in 2009.

Table 3:

1. Royalties and license fees and “other private services” by detailed type of
service include both affiliated and unaffiliated transactions.

2. Includes royalties, license fees, and other fees associated with intangible
assets, including patents, trade secrets, and other proprietary rights, that are
used in connection with the production of goods.

3. Includes royalties, license fees, and other fees associated with copyrights,
trademarks, franchises, rights to broadcast live events, software licensing fees,
and other intellectual property rights.

4. Other services receipts (exports) include mainly film and television tape
rentals and expenditures of foreign residents temporarily working in the
United States. Payments (imports) include mainly expenditures of U.S. resi-
dents temporarily working abroad and film and television tape rentals.

5. These reflect the amount of premiums explicitly charged by, or paid to,
insurers and reinsurers.

State Personal Income and More . ..

Fourth quarter of 2010

State personal income growth averaged 0.9 percent in the fourth quarter of
2010, a small acceleration from the 0.6 percent growth in the third quarter

(chart 1). Fourth-quarter growth ranged from 0.5 percent in
Maine to 2.3 percent in South Dakota. The inflation rate, as mea-
sured by the national price index for personal consumption ex-
penditures, rose to 0.5 percent in the fourth quarter of 2010 from
0.2 percent in the third quarter.

Property income (dividends, interest, and rent) was the fastest
growing of the three major components of personal income; it
grew 1.2 percent in the fourth quarter. Net earnings grew 1.0 per-
cent, and personal current transfer receipts grew 0.6 percent. This
was the first time in more than a year that personal current trans-
fers grew slower than personal income.

Annual statistics, 2010

Personal income rose an average 3.0 percent in 2010 after falling
1.7 percent in 2009. State personal income growth ranged from

0.3 percent in Nevada to 4.2 percent in New Mexico. Inflation, as measured
by the national price index for personal consumption expenditures, in-
creased to 1.7 percent in 2010 from 0.2 percent in 2009 (details on page 53).

Industry earnings

Real estate earnings grew faster than earnings in every
other nonfarm industry in the fourth quarter. Its 7.0 per-
cent growth was the largest since the first quarter of
1998, but fourth-quarter earnings were still 20 percent
below the peak in the third quarter of 2005. Almost all of
the increase was in the proprietors’ income component
(received by the owners of unincorporated businesses);
wages and salaries in the industry barely changed (chart
2).

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Health care earnings grew 1.5 percent in the fourth
quarter (table A). However, because it is such a large in-
dustry, its relatively small growth rate contributed more
to personal income growth ($15.1 billion) than the 7.0
percent increase in real estate earnings ($10.1 billion).
Professional services was the other major contributor to
fourth quarter personal income growth. It grew 1.1 per-
cent or $10.2 billion.

Mining earnings grew 3.9 percent in the fourth quar-
ter.! While mining earnings have increased 13 percent
since its trough in the third quarter of 2009, mining
earnings remain 10 percent below its peak in the third
quarter of 2008. The industry was an important source
of fourth-quarter personal income growth in Oklahoma,
Texas, and Wyoming; in each state, it contributed a quar-
ter of a percentage point or more.? Oil production ex-
panded quickly in North Dakota (chart 3). The oil rig
count in the state rose to 157 in the fourth quarter of
2010 from 58 in the first quarter of 2008 as the industry
developed an area known as the Bakken formation using
a new horizontal drilling technology. This contributed to

State and local government earnings fell 0.1 percent in
the fourth quarter. Losses were far larger in Nevada
(where earnings fell 0.9 percent) and Oklahoma (where
earnings fell 1.0 percent).

BP oil spill

The BP oil spill in the Gulf of Mexico that began on April
20, 2010, affected regional economic activity in several
ways. In addition to the containment and cleanup ef-
forts, the oil spill disrupted fishing and offshore drilling
in the gulf and reduced coastal travel and tourism. These
economic effects are generally embedded in the source
data used to estimate personal income, and BEA does
not separately identify them.

In addition, BP began paying claims in the second
quarter of 2010 to individuals, businesses, and govern-
ments for property damage, cleanup costs, and lost in-
come. It established a $20 billion escrow account to
expedite payment of these claims. Payments made by BP
to persons (whether paid from this escrow account or
paid by BP directly) are recorded in personal income on
an accrual basis when the obligations are recognized as
current transfer receipts of individuals from businesses.
Payments from BP to governments and to businesses are
outside the scope of personal income.

The oil spill payments counted in personal income
amounted to $0.2 billion in the second quarter, $0.3 bil-
lion in the third quarter, and $1.8 billion in the fourth
quarter (table B). Most of the payments went to residents

of Florida (37 percent) and Louisiana (34 percent); the
rest went to residents of Alabama, Mississippi, and Texas
(chart 4).° Payments in the fourth quarter were large
enough to have a noticeable effect on the personal in-
come growth rate in Louisiana, raising it by 0.3 percent-
age point. The payments did not add more than 0.1
percentage point to growth in any other state.

American Recovery and Reinvestment Act

The net effects of the American Recovery and Reinvest-
ment Act (ARRA) of 2009 on personal current transfer
receipts are now mainly limited to refundable tax credits,
Pell Grants, COBRA, and food stamps; there were essen-
tially no receipts related to the $250 lump sum and un-
employment insurance components in the fourth

quarter. ARRA receipts for all states and the District of
Columbia rose $2.3 billion to $60.3 billion in the fourth
quarter of 2010 (table C).

State personal income rose an average 3.0 percent in
2010 after falling 1.7 percent in 2009. State personal in-
come growth ranged from 0.3 percent in Nevada to 4.2
percent in New Mexico. Inflation, as measured by the na-
tional price index for personal consumption expendi-
tures, increased to 1.7 percent in 2010 from 0.2 percent
in 2009.

All three major aggregates (earnings, property in-
come, and personal current transfer receipts) grew in
2010. In 2009, only transfers grew as lower employment
reduced earnings and lower interest rates and profits re-
duced property income. The 7.6 percent growth of trans-
fer receipts in 2010 was larger than the 2.4 percent
growth of earnings and the 0.6 percent growth of prop-
erty income (dividends, interest, and rent).

Earnings in 10 states (Arkansas, Kentucky, Louisiana,
Maryland, New Mexico, North Dakota, Pennsylvania,
Vermont, Virginia, and West Virginia) rebounded in
2010 above their previous peaks after falling in the reces-
sion (table E). Earnings in these states grew 2.9 percent
on average in 2010, having declined 1.5 percent in 2009.
Earnings in Alaska, the only state to avoid a decline in
2009, grew 3.2 percent in 2010, up from 2.4 percent in
2009. Earnings in the other states rose 2.3 percent in
2010, following a 4.5 percent decline in 2009.

Professional services is the only industry of those that
declined to fully recover from the earnings downturn
(table F). Even so, 2010 earnings in professional services
were just 0.2 percent higher than in 2008, when earnings
peaked. Earnings in 14 industries (including manufac-
turing and finance) grew in 2010 but remain below 2008
(or earlier) peaks.

Two industries, construction and real estate, contin-
ued to decline in 2010. The 4.8 percent decline in con-
struction brought earnings in that industry to its lowest
level since 2001, and the 2.3 percent decline in real estate
brought its earnings to the lowest level since 2000. The
other industries (including educational services, health
care, and government) grew in both 2009 and 2010.
Growth accelerated in 2010 in educational services and
health care and slowed in government.

Health care earnings rose to $1.01 trillion in 2010, up
from $0.97 trillion in 2009, bringing its share of nonfarm
earnings to 11.2 percent. Health care overtook manufac-
turing as the largest private industry in 2009, continuing
